DEVELOP GOOD OBSERVATION HABITS

COLLISIONS INVOLVING TRUCKS ARE FAR MORE
DEADLY AND COSTLY

Although professional truck drivers are involved in fewer collisions than other motorists, collisions involving trucks
are far more deadly and costly. In 2005 the average cost per crash incident was $91,112. Also, as expected, fatal
crashes were the most expensive, estimated at $3.6 million per crash.
